How Much Will You Save by Commuting

Sustainably?

Stanford’s land is incredibly valuable and best used for teaching, research, and

patient care. Building parking is costly. According to a California parking
database, building garages and underground parking costs $50,000 to $80,000

per parking space, and 31% of those spaces, on average, go unused.

The cost of driving alone is generally higher than the cost of a
permit. Vehicle expensesinclude gas, insurance, maintenance,
and bridgetolls.

30 miles roundtrip
